For the Grace of God has appeared	 (Titus 2 :11-14)
In the familiar Christmas story, the angels appeared to the shepherds in the fields and they were terrified.
The angels acted quickly to calm their fears announcing " good news of great joy ." In Bethlehem a child
was born who was Savior, Messiah and Lord. Then the heavenly choirs appeared praising God and
promising peace to the world . The shepherds went to Bethlehem to see for themselves what the angel had
told them and after finding Mary, Joseph and the child, ran to tell others . Thus , in effect, the shepherds
were the very first evangelists.
The words in the letter to Titus summarize the message of our Christmas celebration : " For the grace of
God has appeared, bringing salvation to all ." The letter goes on to tell us that we are to renounce all
thought and action that is not consistent with the way Jesus lived on earth as we await the blessed hope
of the second Advent . As Christ gave himself for us, so we now give ourselves to him in a disciplined
life of righteousness . He alone was able to purify our souls from sin and iniquity . Through this marvelous
work of salvation, he has united to himself " a people of his own who are zealous for good deeds ."
